In addition to being extremely needy, ML was a very bitter and resentful young woman before joining the Life Empowerment program. After having been deceived and abandoned by her fiancée, she planned to take revenge on him by having him killed. After joining the program, God began dealing with her heart as she attended the discipleship classes. She began to feel convicted after being taught about being unforgiving. [image: image4.png]

"I began to learn that regardless of how other people feel about me, God loves me unconditionally. When I became willing to forgive [my ex-fiancée], God gave me the power to forgive him. It is really a miracle for me, when I see where God has brought me. The main thing that God has taught me [through the program] is how to get along with others. I myself am amazed at the change that I am seeing in my life day to day. Previously, I thought I had lost all hope, but now I am confident in God, that he will never leave me nor forsake me."
       In addition to discipleship and character development classes, ML is receiving vocational training in the areas of food preparation, cooking and hospitality. Her ultimate goal, she says "is to open my own restaurant. I want to be able to support myself, be a blessing to others and to my community."

There are many stories just like “ML”. For example, “Eleni” (name changed for privacy) is a twenty-seven year old single mother. She grew up in the eastern part of the country but became pregnant when she was thirteen years old and in the eighth grade. Fearing the reaction of her family, she ran away from home. Facing extreme hardship, she ended up working as a prostitute. Though she was able to support herself, the lifestyle was as she described it, “a nightmare.” 
Being enrolled in the Life Empowerment program has given Eleni something she desperately desires: to be empowered with skills so she can provide for herself and son without prostitution.
