1. GENERAL INFORMATION: 
The village of Satjilum is a small community of rural people in the hills of Bomi, Liberia.  Satjilum is like the many small villages that are scattered across the interior of Liberia in that they are living without safe drinking water.  This village is one of the communities that Water Of Life had introduced to Living Water International as one of the locations they were sharing the Gospel of Christ. They also told us of the need for water in the village. In well projects sponsored thru Imago Dei Community, LWI was able to bring clean safe drinking water in the name of Jesus.

3. FINAL WELL CONSTRUCTION:
3.1 Well Seal;
 The well was gravel packed then sealed with cement down three feet into the annulus of the bore hole.
3.2 Well Pad Construction; 
A concrete apron was constructed around the bore hole and the hand pump base.  The design of the apron is a duplicate of that being used all around Africa by UNICEF.  It is round in shape with approximately four to five foot in diameter with drainage of around 3-4 feet.  
 3.3 Disinfection of the Well; One gallon of chlorine bleach was left for three days and then pumped clear. 
4. HYGIENE: 
The WATSAN team demonstrated the importance of purifying the well by adding chlorine and suggesting the continued periodic practice to ensure safe drinking water conditions from the well.  In addition the missionary team from Water Of Life shared the importance of personal Hygiene and health during a medical clinic held in the village.
 5. TESTIMONIAL:
A young man that was part of the short term mission team with Water Of Life told us how much fun he had playing guitar and singing songs with the children in the village. He said that even all the fun he had with the kids singing songs of Jesus and playing games did not affect him as deeply as the thought of knowing those children will still be alive next year because of the clean water that was given to demonstrate the love of Christ.
6. EVANGELISM: 
The Water Of Life missionary team spent the entire week living in the community and loving on them with medical clinics, songs about Jesus, and showing the Jesus film.  It was great to be working in a community where our Christian brothers and sisters are busy with the work of the Lord.  We came along side their work and as one body came to bring a cup of water in Jesus name.  The Church planting Pastor and his team continue to grow their efforts to spiritually support the people of the region and as we follow up on the wells it will be a gift of God to watch the people flourish in the spring of the Living Water of Jesus Christ.
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
