2004 – 2005 
21 center-based infant toddler programs (1 EHS, 2 Child Care Programs based in transitional housing, 1 ACS funded program, 2 campus-based child care centers, private and public programs – located in 5 boroughs – 2 programs requested all TA in Spanish. All programs received 5 visits – average time on-site ranged from 12 – 15-16 hrs.
After evaluating all areas on Iters-R - 2 subscale items chosen by each program for the focus of TA:
Evaluation measure - Pre-post TA observation scores:

17% of programs increased subscale scores from 3 to 4

44% increased scores from 4 to 6

22% increased scores from 1 to 4

17% increased scores from 1 to 5 

TA types: modeling, on-site classroom planning related to environment & materials, workshops (1/2 or full day), 1 evening session for parents (Spanish), 1 full day workshop (H&S & environment) included 5 programs
Resources used: SUNY H&S curriculum, PITC, Creative Curriculum, FSU 10 Components

Training topics:
Chinese: SBS, SIDS, nutrition, observing & recording, IT development, room arrangement, H&S   20 trainings
Spanish: H&S, infection control, SBS, SIDS, IT development, positive discipline, supervision, CPR & FA, setting up IT environment, brain development, and child abuse prevention. 45 trainings/workshops 

English: IT development/recognizing dev. Delays, 10 components, setting up IT environment, SBS, SUDS, social-emotion dev/temperament, Language dev, infection control, H&S, partnering with parents, art, positive discipline. 40 workshops (approx.)

Resource Libraries: In addition to regular office hours, CPC 2nd Saturday hours once per month. Resources in Chinese with 1:1 TA, other CCR&R’s lend resources and meet with providers.

GFCC & FCC – multiple trainings in English, Chinese & Spanish 

125 FCC providers attended 6 hr. Saturday trainings “Infant Toddler Development & Learning & recognizing possible developmental delays” in Spanish, Chinese & English
Evaluation: pre-post test developed using curriculum developed by team.  42% to 96% of participants showed increased knowledge following completion of training.
