IMPS Staff Profiles

The Child Center’s executive director is Sandra Hagan, who joined the staff in 1986 as executive director.  Ms. Hagan received her master’s degree in social work administration from Hunter College School of Social Work in 1980.  Ms. Hagan worked for 15 years at an international agency serving runaway and homeless youth where she ran a large shelter in Times Square, then established similar programs in Canada, Texas, Florida and Guatemala.  In her time at The Child Center, Ms. Hagan has honed her skills in general management, developing programs with other community partners and in grant writing (the budget increased from $2.8M to $28M during her tenure.  Ms. Hagan is the adoptive mother of two former New York City special needs foster children.  

The Child Center’s deputy executive director is Barbara Greenstein, PhD.  The Center’s early childhood programs are under her guidance.  Before joining the staff of The Child Center in January of 2000 as deputy executive director, Dr. Greenstein developed and directed the first new Early Head Start in New York City and was an active member of the National Early Head Start Research Consortium.  The Early Head Start that she directed was spotlighted on National television at the time of the White House Conference on infant brain development.  Dr. Greenstein is highly experienced in working with and providing mental health services to infants, toddlers and families.  She is the former president of the New York Zero-To-Three Network.

The administrator of our IMPS child abuse prevention program is Monique Lores.  Ms. Lores earned her master’s degree in social work in 1983, and joined the staff of The Child Center in 1997, as director of our child abuse prevention program for children, aged newborn to 5.  Previously, Ms.Lores supervised social workers at a residential treatment center for older children and also served as a child therapist at the Jewish Board of Children and Family Services, where Ms. Lores completed her post-master’s advanced training in psychoanalytic child therapy.  A native speaker of French, Ms. Lores earned her undergraduate degree at the Sorbonne in Paris in biochemistry.  
Our administrator for early childhood programs is Faith Sheiber, Ph.D.  Dr. Sheiber earned her Ph.D. in developmental psychology from Yeshiva University, the Ferkauf Graduate School of Psychology in 1993.  Dr. Sheiber also graduated from the Jewish Board of Children and Family’s Institute for clinical work with infants and toddlers.  After numerous positions as evaluator and research associate, she joined the staff of a child care agency in 1995 where she was the director of an Early Intervention program.  She joined the staff of Queens Child Guidance Center in December of 2001.  

Patricia Hart is the child development specialist and a supervisor for the IMPS child abuse prevention program.  Ms. Hart joined the staff of the Center in 1993, as a case planner in the child abuse prevention program serving families with children under the age of 5.  While at the Center she completed a dual master’s degree in social work and education from Bank Street and Hunter Colleges in 1995.  In 2001 she was promoted to administer our Early Intervention program; in 2003, she became the social work supervisor for our Early Head Start.  She returned to our child abuse prevention programs as the child development specialist in October of 2004.
All of the staff listed above who supervise The Child Center’s staff working with young children (and indeed, many of their staff members) have been trained to work with families of young children, either at the training institute of the Jewish Board of Family and Children’s Services, or by The Child Center’s deputy executive director, Dr. Barbara Greenstein.  The Child Center utilizes the evidence-based relational method of intervention, which focuses on secure attachment by working with young children together with their parents.
