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Co Op City has more residents and more children than many towns in America and there is a scarcity of organized child care and youth programs.  Gloria Wise Community Center is one of the most established programs in Co-op City serving New York City Community Planning Districts 10 and Community School District 11.

Gloria Wise Community Center currently provides an array cost effective social services that meet the needs of all segments of the community. The community center maintains two divisions responsible for serving the diverse Co-op City and Northeast Bronx population: early childhood education and school age after-school services for 6,822 families at three (3) locations in Co-Op City.

II.  Population Served
Our program serve all children who come to our center.  Most of the children are typically developing school-aged children grades K-12 with some children in special needs classrooms at school.  Approximately 3% of the children we serve are from immigrant families where English is the second language.  The majority of the children we serve are at grade level in reading and math with approximately 15% “extended day” after-school services from the Department of Education to avoid summer school. 
III.  Program Activities and Budget:

Presently, the agency’s nursery and after-school programs offer comprehensive, positive, educationally-based activities in safe nurturing settings, building on youth’s resiliencies and developmental needs. The programs, activities and special events reflect the agency’s mission which is to inspire and enable all young people to realize their full potential as productive, responsible and caring citizens.  The mission also includes enabling parents and caregivers to be important partners in the holistic development of their children’s education and life skills development.  Our after-school program has the capacity to operate programs at three (3) Co-Op City locations for school aged children grades K-12.  Our day to day services include an early morning drop-off, pick-up from school and a late evening pick-up..  After-school activities include homework assistance, school project development, computer lab access and educational enhancement activities after homework.  The weekdays and months are thematic.  During the week, the focus may be spelling bee day, math day, library day etc.  Social skills and life skills are targeted with

activities such as, “Girls Are Smart”, “Safe Kids”, and “Passport to Manhood”.   These activities give children skills necessary to manage peer pressure and to be safe in their environment.  During the school breaks, holidays and summer we offer school break camps with daily activities that include educational, recreational and cultural trips.  During the summer trips are daily.  Our hours of operations are Monday through Friday from 7AM-7PM.   

IV. Evaluation

Evaluation for our school-age programs are currently by observation, children’s report card and school progress information shared with us by parents.  Continuing and increased registration is also a tool in measuring success of our program.  We are moving forward, in September, with developing a closer working relationship with teachers, principals and assistant principals at the local schools attended by the children we serve.
