SAMPLE OVERVIEW OF EVALUATION REPORT

FOR THE OPEN HEART OPEN MIND PROGRAM

Our 2005-2006 academic year evaluation revealed that the Open Heart-Open Mind program continues to be successful in a number of areas:

Testing:

· 114% greater increase in English Language Arts (“ELA”) Level 3 and 4 scores (at or above grade level) for Partnership with Children students since SY ’05 over comparison schools and a 109% greater increase over citywide schools

· 150% greater reduction in ELA Level 1 (below grade level) scores at Partnership with Children schools since SY ’05 over comparison schools and a 56% greater reduction over citywide schools

· 42% decrease in Math Level 1 scores and a 19% increase in Math Level 3+4 scores for Partnership with Children 3rd graders since SY ‘05 

Attendance:

· 136% greater increase in attendance at Partnership with Children schools from SY ’05 to SY ’06 over citywide schools 

Behavior:

· 51% increase in positive teacher to students verbal interaction

· 45% increase in positive student peer to peer verbal interaction

· 39% decline in student off-task behavior

· 94% of teachers, 98% of parents and 97% of students observed “a fair amount” to “a lot” of improved student self-esteem

· 76% of teachers, 93% of parents and 96% of students observed “a fair amount” to “a lot” of improved academic functioning
