Proposed amendment to Clear Fund Bylaws

We propose the following amendment to our Bylaws.  The amendment amends Article 3, Section 8, pertaining to regular meetings, in order to set the minimum number of official meetings per year at 3 rather than 4.

We intend to continue meeting at least four times per year, but due to the geographic dispersion of our Directors, we seek as much flexibility as possible to have virtual meetings.  Reducing the number of required official meetings effectively reduces the number of required in-person meetings, while still being in compliance with the Better Business Bureau's standards for charity accountability.

We are also removing the language specifying the dates, times and locations of meetings and replacing it with "at the Board's discretion," to reflect how we schedule these meetings in practice.

Amendment 2 – Regular meetings

Article 3, Section 8 is amended to read as follows.  (Changes from the original text are underlined.)

Regular meetings of directors shall be held at the Board's discretion.  The frequency of the meetings of directors may be no less than 3 meetings annually. 

A majority of the governing body members (at least 50%, on average) should be in attendance. A conference call of the full board can substitute for one of the three meetings of the governing body. Proxy attendance is not counted for purposes of determining if the charity meets the above attendance requirement. For all meetings, alternative modes of participation are acceptable for those with physical disabilities.
If this corporation makes no provision for members, then, at the regular meeting of directors held in June, directors shall be elected by the board of directors. The time of the election of the directors may be changed by an act of the board, but must have a specified time for election of directors at one scheduled board meeting annually. Voting for the election of directors shall be by written ballot. Each director shall cast one vote per candidate, and may vote for as many candidates as the number of candidates to be elected to the board. The candidates receiving the highest number of votes up to the number of directors to be elected shall be elected to serve on the board. Board members not attending may vote electronically by emailing their vote to the chairperson of the board.
