INTRODUCTION TO NURSE-FAMILY PARTNERSHIP EDUCATION CURRICULUM AND PROGRAM MATERIALS
The Nurse-Family Partnership National Service Office provides a significant amount of education for Nurse Home Visitors and Supervisors.  New NFP Nurse Home Visitors and Supervisors spend much of the first year learning the essentials of the NFP model through two distance education sessions and two face to face education sessions taught/facilitated by NFP NSO Nurse Educators.   In addition to these sessions nurses are learning to assess parent-child interactions, screen for child development milestones and support healthy, positive parenting through a parenting curriculum based on the social/emotional needs of the parent and child.

NFP Visit Guidelines provide the structure and guidance necessary for each client visit.  Within the Visit Guidelines is an outline for each of the client visits including objectives for the visit, prompts to assess and address the current status of the client within the six NFP domains, prompts and supports to assist the client in setting short and long term goals and educational handouts and facilitators.
