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· Each year, approximately 75% of an admitted cohort of students (a Prep “Contingent”) completes the fourteen-month Preparatory Component.  These students earn places at over 50 independent day and boarding schools, which together commit approximately $20 million annually in scholarships to Prep students.  The number of Prep students who are enrolled at or have graduated from a selected list of schools is shown below:

· Though the oldest Prep alumni are only in their late thirties, they are already distinguishing themselves professionally.  We count among them 151 JDs and JD candidates, 69 MBAs and MBA candidates, 56 PhDs/EdDs and PhD/EdD candidates, and 50 MDs and medical students. · In addition, the Prep alumni body boasts six Fulbright Fellows, three Paul and Daisy Soros Fellows, two Truman Scholars, two Marshall Scholars, two Harlan Fiske Stone Scholars, two Rockefeller Fellows, and one Rhodes Scholar.

· The college acceptances earned by the Class of 2007 attest to Prep’s high standard of achievement.  Princeton is the number one college choice for the Class of 2007; 8 Prep students will be freshmen there this fall.  Other popular choices include Wesleyan (7 students enrolled in the fall), Harvard (6), Duke (6), Stanford (5), Georgetown (5), Boston College (5), Penn (4), and Middlebury (4). 

· For Summer 2007, Professional Advancement has successfully placed 189 high students and college underclassmen in internships through our Summer Jobs Bank (SJB), and 68 college upperclassmen through Career Paths Plus (CPP), Prep’s competitive internship program.  Included in this number are three internship placements at Credit Suisse.

· Each summer, 50 Prep high school sophomores and juniors broaden their horizons through travel to such countries as New Zealand, France, Thailand, and Mexico through a partnership with the U.S. Experiment in International Living.  Most programs involve a home-stay with a local host family, and many involve community service, language study, or ecological components.  

· Each summer, approximately 20 rising Prep juniors and seniors participate in Prep’s Public Policy Internships Project, learning about public policy firsthand through a demanding eight-week internship in a local government agency or other organization, while also participating in twice-weekly seminars in order to understand the theory behind the practice.

· The NYC Department of Education is the leading employer of Prep alumni: 28 of our college graduates are implementing change in the city’s public school system—teachers, administrators, policy makers, and even a superintendent.

· From 2004-2006, 29 Prep students served as student body or class presidents at their independent schools—often the first-ever students of color to hold these positions.

· At the March 2007 Goldman Sachs Foundation Youth Entrepreneurship Expo, participating Prep students made a very impressive showing:  

· George Ortega (XXV/Dalton) won $1,250 and two competition categories, including “Best Competitive Advantage” and the grand prize, “Best Overall Presentation, Business Plan, and Exhibition” for his business plan Germies, a timer designed to help young children brush for the dentist-recommended two minutes.   

· William Zhao (XXV/Trinity) won “Best Overall Communication Skills” and “Most Innovative Business Idea” ($250 prize for each category) for Tiger Savings, a business that produces and distributes discount cards to high school students in Manhattan.

· Marina Reza (XXV/Nightingale-Bamford) won “Most Promising Concept” ($250) for her customized bag business, F & E Bags.

These winnings are especially noteworthy considering the Prep students were the youngest competitors as sophomores.  (All other competitors were either juniors or seniors.)  In addition, every other business plan was represented by groups of three to four students, while each Prep student created and presented their own business plan.
