1.  Granting Programs:  $341,314.00
· Area:  East Africa

· Countries:  Tanzania, Kenya, Uganda

· Description:  GPFD supports projects in five granting program areas: Water, Sanitation and Hygiene; Education; Health; Farm Animal Management and Women’s Economic Development.

· Funding Basis: Communities apply for funding in support of their sustainable community development projects.  All projects require a significant financial contribution to be made by the community to ensure community ownership and commitment to a successful outcome  

2.  Scholarships:  $86,952.00

· Area:  East Africa

· Countries:  Tanzania, Kenya, Uganda

· Description:  GPFD currently supports over 250 girls in lower secondary schools, upper secondary schools, teachers training colleges, nursing colleges, vocational training programs, and universities.
· Funding Basis:  School heads and teachers as well as community scholarship committees nominate girls who need assistance in order to attend secondary school who then submit their applications to GPFD.  Girls who finish secondary school under this program are eligible for support for further education.

3.  Educational Travel:  $142,699.00
· Area:  East Africa

· Countries:  Tanzania, Kenya, Uganda

· Description:  GPFD sponsors travel for individuals who want first hand knowledge of the problems faced by communities in East Africa.  These trips educate participants about the realities of poverty as well as demonstrating the mechanism of real solutions to this problem by visiting the communities that GPFD works with.
