Sustainable agriculture and rural livelihoods (SARL) – Program support and technical assistance to rural households to secure their livelihoods and sustainable sources of income, food and fodder, especially through agricultural cultivation that protects the environment. Also includes connecting farmers to process, add value to and market their products. Savings and credit groups are a powerful tool for social change and empowerment of economically marginalized people (e.g., woman and ethnic minorities). These groups facilitate local savings and banking activities, income generation activities, and local capacity building.
Local capacity-building (LCB) – Entails enabling a self-managed process of organizational change by which community leaders (both formal and informal) and members learn to identify critical problems and diagnose their organizational abilities in order to take collective action to solve them.
Community and reproductive health (CRH) – Ensures that all families have access to potable water, sanitation, adequate food, clean air and clean soil. Addressing the HIV/AIDS epidemic, nutrition and maternal & child health are key components of community health. Integrated reproductive health programs work with communities and families to provide education, training and family planning services in an atmosphere of improved communication, equity and increased access.
Community-based natural resource management (CBNRM)
 - A people-centered approach to the integration of conservation and development, which envisions sustainable communities living within healthy ecosystems.
Gender integration – Achieving gender equity means implementing development initiatives that equitably involve and benefit women and men. Since women in traditional rural communities are often marginalized, it is critical to provide targeted opportunities that will help raise their status in the community and increase their skills to take on leadership roles.
