How much did the organization raise and how much did it spend?
Latest info:

The $20,744,144 Food For The Poor raised for Haiti emergency earthquake relief had been spent entirely on those efforts by the end of October. The funds were used for purchasing food and other critical items that were not donated, as well as for shipping containers of relief to the country. Some of the relief money went toward building emergency sanitation facilities as well as providing water chlorination systems and building of permanent homes with sanitation. 
As of Dec. 31, 2010, 1,459 containers with a value of $205,250,767 were shipped to Haiti.      

As of Dec. 31, 2010 Food For The Poor Built 1,589 homes in Haiti.

 Does the organization provide a comprehensive summary of the outputs of its activities?
Food for the Poor reports "numbers of people reached" with its activities, and other examples of outputs.4 We did not find a comprehensive, detailed report on the outputs of Food for the Poor's work.
Press releases detail the latest information from Haiti including an update on the latest statistics, such as the number of homes built, and the number of containers sent to Haiti broken down by category. The releases include quotes from the field, and from Food For The Poor’s staff.  We include photos with the stories from the field, and when possible we also include video with a link to our website
Does the organization provide a report that allows donors to connect at least 50% of its expenses to specific outputs?

We did not find a report that directly connects Food for the Poor's expenses to its outputs.5




Food For The Poor allows donors to designate how they want the money used and we encourage the donor to visit and attend inaugurations when projects are completed.  If this is not possible we send fulfillment updates, reports and photographs.
Activities

The 2009 annual report provides overall expenditures in various countries and for very broad categories (food and medical supply aid, education, building houses and providing water infrastructure).6 On the specific country pages, there are several examples of projects.7 We have not found a comprehensive account of activities at a more detailed level. 
Total support received in 2009 was approximately $1 billion, with fundraising and administrative costs comprising less than 4% of our expenses. More than 96% of all donations go directly toward programs that help the poor.
Additional Information Concerning Cholera Outbreak/Hurricane Tomas
The same rapid response Food For The Poor took during the earthquake crisis was activated when news of the cholera outbreak reached Food For The Poor.  Less than 48 hours after the first cholera cases began arriving at hospitals the week of Oct. 18, Food For The Poor deployed and installed five solar-powered water filtration units that each can purify and chlorinate up to 10,000 gallons of water a day. To date, Food For The Poor, with the help of Water Missions International, has installed 30 water filtration units in the Artibonite region where the cholera outbreak started.
