The Lebanese Association for Development - Al Majmoua is a leading microfinance and business development organization operating in all regions of Lebanon. Al Majmoua was established in 1994 by Save the Children–USA as a program with a mandate to provide sustainable financial services to low-income women micro-entrepreneurs in urban and rural areas of Lebanon. In 1998, the program spun off from Save the Children to become an independent local NGO. 

Currently Al Majmoua has 21,000 clients and a portfolio of over USD 15 million. As an independent, non-confessional, non-profit association, Al Majmoua is dedicated to helping disadvantaged micro-entrepreneurs expand their businesses and take part in a gradual and steady process of upward economic mobility by offering sustainable financial services.
Al Majmoua started its micro-credit activities through the provision of Group Loans (GL) exclusively to women in rural or semi-urban areas. In tune with its clients' evolving needs, Al Majmoua launched in 2001, a flexible individual lending (IL) program (to both women and men) that is today its core financial product. In addition to its loans for enterprises, Al Majmoua provides loans for salaried people on the bottom end of the wage scale, a housing improvement loan, a seasonal loan for the agriculture sector, and an ICT loan in rural area. 

As of December 2009, Al Majmoua had 122 full-time staff and has thirteen branches in all of Lebanon. In 2006, the organization it added free business development services (BDS), including business management / financial education trainings, capacity building, community development, and socially oriented activities for women and youth. 

Since inception, Al Majmoua has disbursed more than 130,000 loans totalling about USD 129 million. Al Majmoua has the largest outreach in Lebanon (in number of clients) among the MFIs following internationally accepted practices.
