Patients are being treated year-round for disabling burns and clefts in: Dhaka, Bangladesh; Guayaquil, Ecuador; Accra and Kumasi, Ghana; Jalandhar and Dehradun, India; Kathmandu, Nepal;  Managua, Nicaragua;  Lima and Piura, Peru;  Colombo, Sri Lanka; and Lusaka, Zambia.
