The mission of OIC International is to improve the quality of life of low-income, disadvantaged individuals in developing countries through sustainable human resource development.  OICI’s work around the world has focused on training the least-educated, most socially and economically underprivileged youth and adults, increasing their incomes, and turning them into productive employable or self-employed members of their communities.  

Staff

OIC International currently has 15 full-time staff on its headquarters payroll.  Programs in Guinea have a staff of 53, programs in Nigeria have 41, and programs in Ghana have almost 300.  The balance of our programs are executed by contractors and NGO partners as described below.   OIC International has a volunteer Board of Directors with a current membership of eight.  We have hundreds of additional program volunteers who perform services for periods ranging from a few weeks to many months.

OIC International believes that every component of an integrated development project should be implemented by the organization with the most relevant experience and the most established presence in the area.  For this reason, many of our programs are implemented through extensive partnerships with organizations spanning the spectrum from large international NGOs to small local associations. LEAP is an international NGO headquartered in Lagos, Nigeria that equips youth with leadership skills.  LEAP has helped to train staff involved in OICI's Nigeria JOBS program, and has also provided skills and health leadership training to 200 youth enrolled in OICI's program.

OICI's Ghana HOPE Program is working with this association to ensure they have the proper materials and capacity to offer effective HIV/AIDS education and support to their members.

 

Mushroom Producers Association

The group engages in the production, training and sales of edible mushrooms and sustainable compost bags.  The group hosts OICI Farmer-to-Farmer volunteers so that they can assist in product development strategies for product design and usage.

 

Northern Regional Traditional Healers & Medicinal Plant Growers' Association

This association is made up of spiritual healers, herbalists, and traditional birth attendants.  The group seeks to improve the mode of practice of traditional medicine by the adoption of codes of conduct and practice.  The group hosts Farmer-to-Farmer volunteers who provide assistance in agricultural marketing.

COMPASS aims to create an environment in which all Nigerians are involved in learning, planning and improving health and education in their communities.  OICI is helping to provide COMPASS's project beneficaries, particularly those who have been affected by polio, with entrepreneurship, life skills and vocational training.

IBB is a local community-building organization in Kano that works to economically empower women.  OICI's Nigeria JOBS program has provided entrepreneurial and vocational skills training to over 2,000 women from the IBB.
