The Opportunity Network is a membership organization comprised of 47 non-profit institutions operating in 32 countries. Of these, 42 are Implementing Partners in developing countries, and 5 are Support Partners in developed countries. Each member of the Network is an independent, locally governed, and managed organization that has voluntarily agreed to join the Network that was formalized in January of 1998. The Network office is responsible for network membership services including accreditation, communications, convening of a triennial membership meeting and coordination of support services provided to Implementing Partners through four divisions.

In addition, each Opportunity partner develops strategic partnerships with organizations operating in their areas who can add value to the clients. For example, in Africa, Opportunity International has a partnership with Habitat for Humanity to provide services to at-risk youth, such as shelter and training in a trade, and partnerships with local AIDS support groups to provide education on HIV/AIDS.
