Cause 4, Round 2 – GENERAL INFORMATION

A. Student Sponsor Partners’ mission is to provide as many of New York City’s at-risk high school students as possible with the opportunity to receive a quality non-public high school education, through the financial support and one-to-one guidance of a four-year Sponsor. In doing so, Student Sponsor Partners strives to help disadvantaged youths earn their high school diplomas, and thus makes a direct and meaningful impact on their lives.

B. SSP employs ten full-time staff. We also have 1,700 Sponsors who volunteer time, money, or both to our students’ education.
C. SSP has a number of affiliate programs that have replicated the SSP model in other cities, including Newark; Washington, D.C.; Providence; and Johannesburg, South Africa. These programs also provide students with an education through the generosity of Sponsors; however, SSP is not officially connected to them. Over the years, we have had meetings with many of these organizations, at their request, to share our best practices with them and help them achieve the kind of results that SSP has. SSP differs from them in that it was the first program of its kind, and the progenitor to these affiliates. In addition, SSP focuses its services in New York City.
